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Protecting Children/Youth
Safe Church Plan approved

A “Safe Church Plan” is being instituted at
Northlake, in the interest of being pro-
active in protecting our children and youth.
At its May meeting, the Church Council
approved this
document that out-
lines the steps the
church will take to
minimize the possi-
ble risks associated
with  working with
children and youth.
This plan covers
chaperones, permission forms, back-
ground checks, etc., and is available for
those who are interested.

Coming Up: There will be training
classes in August. Also, a confidential
blanket background check will be done for
all who volunteer or think they may volun-
teer with our children or youth.

Having such a plan is highly recom-
mended by the ELCA. Northlake’s Safe
Church Plan was developed over an ex-
tended period with input by a variety of
Northlake members and staff.

The school’'s rooms are accessed, with things moved around, the
church nursery is used by people older than preschool age, and there has even been a bit
of vandalism in parts of the church (paper strewn about, food ground into carpet, broken items, restroom mis-
use, etc.). SO this is a reminder to us all - let’s pick up after ourselves and also provide super-
vision where needed. Parents might even “run this by” their children, so the kids will be
aware that there are those who are not always treating our church home with the respect it
deserves. Peer pressure works pretty well with these types of situations.

It should also be noted that supervision is necessary so there are no safety issues for the
children. Let’s protect “our” kids!
