In those days a decree went 
out from Emperor Augustus 
that all the world should be 
registered.   This was the 

first registration and was taken while          
Quirinius was governor of Syria.  All went to 
their own towns to be registered.  Joseph also 
went from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to 
Judea, to the city of David called Bethlehem, 
because he was descended from the house and 
family of David.  He went to be registered with 
Mary, to whom he was engaged and who was 
expecting a child.  While they were there, the 
time came for her to deliver her child.   And 
she gave birth to her firstborn son and 
wrapped him in bands of cloth, and laid him in 
a manger, because there was no place for them 
in the inn.  

Luke 2: 1-7 
 
When I was a child growing up, I remember 
being given a Sears "Christmas Wish Book” to 
look through and mark in what I would most 
like for Christmas.  It was a ritual that we 
would go through each year.  Now, I didn't al-
ways get what I wanted most, but I always got 
something that I really needed -- and more 
often than not, something which I needed very 
much. 
  
As I think back on those days, and how such 
moments in my childhood still have a long 
lasting impact on my life, I find myself still  
hoping--and praying--for what I want most in 
life.  The Sears Christmas Wish Book has 
been replaced by the New York Times, and 
the toys that I once longed for have been    
replaced by the things I wish that my wife and 
son could have.  Yet, my desire to dream a 
little and to hope a little, for what I now want 
most in life, has not faded or diminished in any 
way!  Instead, I find myself looking through the 
pages of the New York Times, or The         
LUTHERAN magazine, or any one number of 
publications that I often read, and find myself 
wishing, not for what I find in them, but for 
what I pray could make a difference for those 
whose lives are described in them. 
  
I pray, for example, that all of the families and 
individuals who are struggling in the aftermath 

of hurricane Katrina, the Southern California fires, 
the November cyclone in Bangladesh, the war in 
Iraq and the civil war in Darfur would find peace, 
guided by hope and nourished in God's Love.  I 
pray that the children of Afghanistan might find 
peace in a country that has not known peace in 
more than 30 years.  I pray that those who are 
afraid may learn not to fear.  I pray that those 
who are hungry would be fed.  I pray that those 
who are in prison--whatever kind of prison it may 
be--would be freed.  I pray that those who have 
been forgotten, or forsaken, would be remem-
bered and loved.  
  
In other words, I pray that God's Love would 
reach everyone, including those whom our nation 
has declared as enemies to be killed.  And, this is 
my "WISH" for Christmas:  That for every prayer 
we pray for someone we know and love, that we 
would all pray for someone we don't know and 
don't like! 
  
This is my prayer and my challenge to everyone:  
To start praying for twice as many people as you 
pray for now and to pray twice as much.  There is 
a power in prayer that is beyond human under-
standing--a power that reaches into the very 
depths of our souls and shakes the very founda-
tions upon which we build our lives.  But, if there 
is one truth that I have discovered in life, it is that 
we, as Christians -- Lutherans. in particular --
don't pray enough!  And, when we don't pray, 
then we fail to stop long enough to talk with God 
and listen to God. And, if that is the case, then we 
will never hear the message of salvation that God 
is sharing.  We will never hear the words of hope 
or the gentle words of encouragement that we so 
often need in life. 
  
Why, you might ask, don't we pray enough?  It is 
most often because there is not enough room in 
the Inn that we call our lives for Jesus to be born 
anew in our hearts.  Like those who turned Mary 
and Joseph away, because there wasn't enough 
room in the Inn, we, too, often do the same—and 
sometimes without even realizing it.  Our lives are 
so busy and often times so cluttered with our own 
wants and desires, that we fail to recognize or 
welcome Jesus into our hearts.  After all, it is 
much easier to send Jesus away when we are 
busy and our thoughts are occupied, than it is to 
make space and find room in our daily lives for
